The Sandford Awards were first established in 1977 and are run by the Heritage Education Trust.  The Awards are made annually, are non competitive and valid for five years. The galleries at the Museum show exquisite examples of individual tiles and period room-settings depicting historical locations such as an Edwardian Tube Station, the bar of an hotel from the Victorian era and a children’s hospital ward – all decorated with tiles.  Huge panels depicting mediaeval stories and nursery rhymes have been rescued from buildings and now grace the wall and galleries.
