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    Two Empire lanterns in Ormolu gold plate, each one metre in height, make an impressive statement on entering the stone-flagged, entrance hall and draw the eye up the impressive, semi-panelled staircase to a picture window.   On the upstairs landing a matching Empire lantern echoes the décor of the hall.  Additional, subtle lighting is provided in the entrance hall by the two Nash marble table lamps which are intricately decorated and made using the traditional lost-wax method.
    The drawing-room is centrally lit with a ten-light Elysée chandelier, which dates back in style to the confident era of the French Empire, and is made from brass finished in Ormolu gold plate.  
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    The dramatic dining room decor is Chinoiserie in style; the walls are adorned with 24 carat gold hand-painted wall paper which glows under the sparkling, fifteen-light Carlton chandelier and matching wall sconces.  Centrally located the Carlton is 1.2m in height, made in Bohemian crystal and finished in antique French gold.
