Christopher Hyde will be introducing four new light designs this coming September, at Decorex  International and Focus.  Each light is unique and exclusive, and will be hand-made using the fine skills of Italian artisans, acclaimed for their fabrication of light fittings for decades, and skilled in traditional crafts such as lost wax casting, enamelling and hand-painting. 
Cheltenham chandelier
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A sparkling crystal eight-light chandelier, in a Regency style particularly suited to period properties, and designed by Christopher Hyde. The design recognises the subtle elements of the Regency styling, in particular the flashes (relief decoration) around the ring, the solid link and ring chain in cast brass, and the acanthus leaf decoration.
The Cheltenham is named after the town, which is considered to be one of the finest examples of Regency (early 19th century) architecture in the United Kingdom.
The central arms, stem and ring are cast brass, with a solid link and ring chain; the Cheltenham is shown in French Gold finish, and other finishes are also available. Crystal was popular in the Regency period for its reflective properties, and was used lavishly as decoration on lights, in order to optimise the light emitted by the candles: Bohemian lead crystal adorns the Cheltenham.
Dimensions: diameter 720mm and height 820mm
The Aviator chandelier
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An eclectically styled, statement, eight-light chandelier for drawing rooms, halls or dining-rooms, suited to large and prestigious residences and boutique hotels, and designed by Christopher Hyde.
The design is inspired by the mêlée of decorative styles prevalent in the period 1790-1815 (Regency and French Empire), and captures the excitement of the day surrounding the first balloon flights made by the Montgolfier brothers in 1783. The concept of reflecting important, national events in decorative art was a phenomenon adapted from French fashion, where fully-rigged battleships were re-created as hairstyles and hats of the wealthy, following celebrated, naval battles
The balloon sphere is spun in tole, whilst the basket is made in cast brass and then hand-painted to resemble fabric.
Dimensions: diameter 650mm and height 950mm
Baroque chandelier

The Baroque six light chandelier, also available in an eight light version, is designed by Christopher Hyde. His inspiration came from the extravagant and elaborate styling of the Baroque era, which emerged in Italian architecture during the early to mid 17th century, and was initially a visible statement of the wealth and power of the Church.  English Baroque was less flamboyant, and was championed by Christopher Wren in secular buildings such as St. Paul’s Cathedral, and was then adopted by other leading Architects for grand country houses, such as Castle Howard and Chatsworth House.
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The masks and figure, in particular, are typical motifs of the Baroque era, as is the heavy embellishment and decorative styling of this chandelier. This Baroque chandelier is modest in size, scaled for intimate sized rooms, where the light would typically be hung low, and is designed for property owners seeking a lavish, period feel.

The fittings are all sand cast in brass and finished in Antique Silver, with other finishes also available.

Dimensions:  diameter 520mm and height 475mm
Restoration lantern
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The Restoration four light lantern is embellished in the lavish style typical of the Restoration period of the early 18th century, and is designed by Christopher Hyde.  Cast in solid brass and finished in French Gold, it is designed for halls, landings and lofty rooms, in a period decorative style. It is also available as a wall lantern.

Dimensions: diameter 380mm and height 600mm
