Stable cuts energy costs by converting wind power into horse power
There has been much press coverage and government hype regarding renewable energy but making it work in practice has proved difficult.  However, the owners of stables in South Warwickshire have taken the plunge and DIY-installed a 1KW Futurenergy wind turbine.  It is now generating all its electricity needs for its five stables, tack room and external ménage.

    The predicament owners Wendy Burrows and her husband Russell originally found themselves in is common.  Faced with an investment of thousands of pounds to upgrade their existing power lines, in order to cope with their anticipated electricity demands for the stables, they turned to renewable energy as a means to save money; it also suits their green inclinations.
    Wendy and Russell are amazed at just how much electricity their 1KW/24 V wind turbine is generating; in fact it is so effective they have fitted a dumpload to handle the surplus.  The installation is a big success, as Wendy explains: “There is so much free electricity that we never have need to ration its use, we just switch the lights on and off when we like, and during the winter lights can be left on from 3.30pm to 10pm without draining the system, and they are always ready to use the next day without the need of any back-up supply.”
    They installed the 1KW/24V Futurenergy turbine themselves.  It came as a self-assembly kit and they mounted it on an existing 6m high steel girder, set in concrete.  The turbine creates electricity, which is stored in an enclosed battery bank.  This power then lights up a series of 18W high-energy fluorescent tubes in the five stables and tack room; plus external lights for the ménage.  Sited near the stables at the top of an open valley, it runs quietly and effectively, causing no disturbance to the horses nor their neighbours.
